2) With the receipt of wide spread rainfall yesterday, the
rainfall status has improved in East Madhya Pradesh (-12%
to -10%) and Chhattisgarh (-11% to -8%). However it has
further increased in Kerala (+12 to 15%), Jammu Kashmir
(+3 to +6%) and Odisha (+3 to +6%) subdivisions.
