In the
team event, the institute got the
first position in 4 x 100 m relay
race (men) and Kabaddi cham-
pionship trophy for the fourth
time in-a-row. In individual
events, Shri P. K. Parida got
first position in 100 m race
(men), 400 m race (men) and

e-Pest Surveillance in Rice

The villages Amjor and Kuturichhack of Kalahandi
district and village Redgul of Titilagarh block were
severely infested by BPH while Kaudulla of Kalahandi
district, Dabugaon of Nawarangpur district, Narendra
of Sundergarh district and Danra, Balma and Mordan
of Deogarh district of Odisha were severely infected
with blast. Some villages of Koraput district were se-
verely infested with YSB, LF and blast. The project cov-
ering 13 districts of Western Odisha took up e-Pest
surveillance, pest forecasting and timely application
of control measures. Although the Swarming Caterpil-
lar was found in the farmer fields but remained under
control due to active surveillance and timely interven-
tion.

Characterization of Rice Germplasm

Five hundred seven germplasm accessions were
characterized for their morpho-agronomic characters
where both the qualitative and quantitative traits were
recorded. The leaf length varied from 25.6 cm (AC 8199)
to 75.3 cm (AC 9756), the leaf from 0.6 cm (AC 8810) to
1.73 cm (AC 9451), the ligule length from 1.16 cm (AC
8142) to 4.26 cm (AC 9261), the plant height from 73.3
cm (AC9167) to 191.6 cm (AC 9268), the culm number
from 5.3 (AC 9054) to 15 (AC 8589) and the days to fifty
percent flowering ranged from 75 (AC 8930) to 140
days (AC9732). The single plant yield ranged from 3.5
gm (AC 8156) to 23 gm (AC 9807), panicle weight from
1.5 gm (AC 9136) to 5.5 gm (AC 8813), panicle length
from 17.3cm (AC 9080) to 31.6 cm (AC 8830) and grain
number from 57.3 (AC 8968) to 301 (AC8810).

Identification and Mapping of QTLs for
Yield Against YSB

Out of 197 F, plants from the cross, Lititpiti/ TN1
for oviposition orientation by gravid female of YSB,
155 F, plants showed no egg mass and the remaining
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showed egg mass in small, medium and big sizes. Simi-
larly, screening of 147 F, plants from the cross
Nalihazara/TN1 for YSB at flowering stage showed
white ear head in 134 F, plants.

Development of Transgenic Rice

An attempt was made to develop transgenic rice by
incorporating CrylAabc gene that can confer resistance
to Yellow stem borer. Highly embryogenic calli derived
from rice Swarna were bombarded with gold particles
coated with CryIAabc gene construct and of the 770
calli placed for selection, 150 calli survived and are
currently in the second cycle of selection.

In another experiment, highly embryogenic calli
derived from rice Gayatri and Swarna were co-culti-
vated with Agrobacterium strain LBA4404 having
pDREB1A. One hundred twenty and 150 calli respec-
tively of the genotypes are on pre-regeneration media.

Transgenic PusaBasmati-1 plants found positive
for the desired genes T. Chitinase and Chi-11, were
taken as donor parents and were crossed with rice
Swarna and Gayatri to get the F, hybrids. Rice Swarna
and Gayatri are being used as recurrent parents for
transfer of transgenes into the respective backgrounds.
Now BC, generation plants are available in rice Swarna
and BC, plants in rice Gayatri.

Influence of Crop Establishment
Techniques on Insect Pest and
Predators

Influence of crop establishment techniques on in-
sect pest and predators was studied on rice cv Lalat
planted under conventional method and SRI method
of cultivation. Gundhi bug (5/sweep), and stem borer
damage (2.8% WEH) was more in the crop grown un-
der conventional method when no damage was ob-
served in SRI plot. GLH population was 4.2 /sweep in
SRI plot compared to 1.4/sweep in conventionally
grown crop. Among predators, Damselfly was 4/sweep
in SRI, 6.4 in conventionally grown plot, whereas spi-
der population was 1.6/sweep in SRI and 0.6/sweep
in conventional plots.

Identification of New Sources of
Resistance/tolerance to Major Insect
Pests

During screening for YSB resistance under net
house condition by artificial infestation method in
Kharif2010, three accessions viz., AC 42567, AC 42578
and AC 42581 were found to be highly resistant to YSB
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recording < 20% damage in the scale 1 and ten acces-
sions viz., AC 42494. AC 42500, AC 42543, AC 42547,
AC 42551, AC 42557, AC 42558, AC 42559, AC 42561,
AC 42576 were found to be resistant with damage scale
of 3 as per SES scale.

YSB Incidence in Irrigated and Shallow
Rainfed Lowland Ecosystem IPM

During Oct 2010, the pheromone trap catch showed
0-9 male moths/trap/SMW (Standard Meteorological
Week), the highest of nine male moths appearing in 44
and 45 SMW. But the population was considerably
low as compared to the previous year (2009) in which
alarge brood emergence was experienced towards 43
and 44 SMW with 30-31 male moths/trap. This late
emergence of high population of YSB infested the mid-
duration varieties like Pooja and devastated the late
duration varieties like Varshadhan through higher
white ear head (WEH) formation. The present year ex-
perienced a very small population during October
which was also evident from the WEH formation rang-
ing from 2.7 to 4.6% in all the treatments including
untreated control. The low YSB population might be
due to the continuous rain during 6 - 9 Oct and again
during 14 - 16 Oct 2010.
