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The possibility of water application by skip furrow irrigation to gram (Cicer arietinum L)
at 50% soil moisture depletion shows that by skipping water application in two furrows
after every irrigated furrow, the highest water use efficiency (84 kg seed per ha per cm



water applied) was achieved. There was 65% saving in water use and only 18%
in yield as compared with all furrow water application. The projected irrigated area
2.88 times the area with all furrow application for the same quantity of water, in
the yield by 136% over the latter.
