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• Farmwomen can start backyard poultry with minimum investment.
• A backyard poultry unit with 25 birds will have about 20 birds (12 female and

8male) after 5months as4-5 birds may die due to various reasons.

following recommended deworming &vaccination schedule

adopting technology and undergoing training
